Attention is directed to the Informational Handout, including the Tribal Employment Rights Office Resolution (TERO) of the Quechan Indians from the Fort Yuma Indian Reservation Resolution No. R-23-79."

In the Special Provisions, Section 2-1.01A,"TRIBAL EMPLOYMENT RIGHTS OFFICE (TER0) is added as follows:

"2-1.01A  TRIBAL EMPLOYMENT RIGHTS OFFICE (TERO)
The Bidder’s attention is directed to the fact that portions of this project are located within the outer boundaries of the Fort Yuma Indian Reservation (RESERVATION).  The Quechan Indian Tribe (TRIBE) has enacted a resolution establishing a Tribal Employment Rights Office (TERO) on the Fort Yuma Indian Reservation, Resolution R-23-79 of the Tribe, approved on June 19,1979.
