Dear Contractor:

This addendum is being issued to the contract for construction on State highway in ORANGE COUNTY NEAR LAGUNA BEACH FROM 1.0 KM SOUTH TO  0.7 KM NORTH OF CRYSTAL HEIGHTS DRIVE.

Submit bids for this work with the understanding and full consideration of this addendum.  The revisions declared in this addendum are an essential part of the contract.

Bids for this work will be opened on March 18, 2004.

This addendum is being issued to revise the Notice to Contractors and Special Provisions.
In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.01, "ORDER OF WORK," the following paragraphs are added after the third paragraph:

"Grinding, saw cutting, jack hammering, or cold planing operations shall not be performed between the hours of 8:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m., except for the operations related to the installation of the drainage pipes in the transverse direction to the highway at Station 117+20 and Station 128+00.

Access to and from Pacific Coast Highway to Reef Point Drive and the Retail Center shall be provided at all times.

All work on site for this project shall be completed within the dates of September 7, 2004 and February 14, 2005."

In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.07, "OBSTRUCTIONS," the following paragraph is added after the fourth paragraph:

"Protection of the following utility facilities will require coordination with the Contractor's operations.  The Contractor shall make the necessary arrangements with the utility company, through the Engineer, and shall submit a schedule of work, verified by a representative of the utility company, to the Engineer.  The schedule of work shall provide not less than the following number of working days, as defined in Section 8‑1.06, "Time of Completion," of the Standard Specifications for the utility company to complete their potholing:
