WHEREAS, the Cdifornia Trangportation Commission (Commission) has adopted an annua program
for mass transportation capital purposes, and the electorate enacted both Proposition 108, the
Passenger Rall and Clean Air Bond Act of 1990, and Propostion 116, the Clean Air and
Trangportation Improvement Bond Act of 1990 in the June, 1990, dection authorizing the sale of
generd obligation rail bonds for rail trangt purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Project(s), further detailed in the attached Vote List, as component phases or in its
entirety, appears on the necessary State capita projects funding list and is entitled to participate in this
dlocation; and

WHEREAS, the Recipient(s) is committed to providing any required loca matching funds and to fully
fund implementation of the Project(s) in compliance with grant or bond funding requirements or, if
Recipient(s) mesets that criteria, in compliance with the conditions of Commission Resolution G-92-14,
"Guiddinesfor the Deferrd of the Commission's Proportiond Expenditure of State Funds Policy™; and

WHEREAS, the Commission has established a "Hazardous Waste Identification and Clean-up Policy”
(#G-91-2) which requires the Recipient(s) to perform, with diligence, the process of identification and
remediation of any hazardous waste in the right-of-way, easements and properties.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that an alocation of $760,537 in PROPOSITION 116
CLEAN AIR AND TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT BOND proceeds be alocated to the
Recipient(s) for the Project(s), as detailed in the attached Vote List; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the transfer of funds for the Project(s) shall be governed by a
fund trandfer agreement, and subsequent amendments to the same if required, executed between the
Recipient(s) and the Department of Transportation (Department); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Recipient(s) shal provide the Department with an updated
expenditure plan on a quarterly basis by category including any proposed changes for the balance of all
funded Project dlocations commencing with the first quarter; and

To cause and approve the issuance of taxable or tax-exempt State general obligation bonds under
Proposition 116, as gppropriate: to reimburse the Recipient(s) for the Project(s) identified in the
attached Vote Lig;

Receive bond certification from the Department, preferably prior to the Commission's dlocation
action but, certification must be obtained prior to execution of the fund transfer agreement;

The Recipient's certification that it will not adopt new or increased current development taxes,
fees, exactions or permit fees for the purpose of providing locad matching funds, and the
certification of this ddlivered to this Commission, preferably by the time of Commission dlocation
action but not later than prior to execution of afund transfer agreement,

A formd resolution by the Recipient's Board stating that when utilizing State funding for acquisition
of property or for capitd improvements on the Project(s), Recipient(s) has exercised al due
diligence in the discovery of hazardous wastes, that Recipient(s) will enter into enforcegble
agreement(s) with any and al owners of to-be-acquired properties for clean-up of hazardous
wades pursuant to the requirements of Resolution G-91-2 regarding Hazardous Waste
Identification and Clean-up for Rail Right-of-Way; ddlivered to this Commission,

A forma resolution by the Recipient's Board, tating that when utilizing state-provided and other-
than-gtate funding for acquisition of property or for capita improvements on the Project(s),
Recipient(s) shdl agree to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State, Department and the
Commission from clean-up liability or damage, both present and future; and that no additiona
State funds will be requested for clean-up, damages, or liability associated with hazardous wastes
on or below the acquired property, delivered to this Commission,;

That in any ingance of ral bond financing with Propodtion 116 funds, digible costs may be
incurred for project development after the project gpplication gpprova, and al reimbursements of
eligible cogts are subject to an executed fund transfer agreement;

The Recipient(s) shdl provide the Commission with an "Evauation of Property Report” by the
time of the Commisson dlocation action, in compliance with Commission Policy G-95-09,
Rail Right-of-Way Review Palicy, to be verified by the Department or its Agent;

The Recipient(s) shdl post on the Project condruction Site(s) at least one sgn, visible to the
public, dating that the Project(s) is partidly funded with Propostion 116 Clean Air and
Transportation Improvement Bond Act of 1990 proceeds,
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Commisson shal be entitled to a then present value refund,
or credit, at State's option, equivaent to the proportionate funding participation by the State towards
property acquisition and project congtruction in the event that Recipient(s), or successor public entities,
fail or cease to utilize the Project(s) for the intended public passenger rail purposes or sdls or transfers
title to the Project(s). The credit for future purchases or condemnation of al or portions of the
Project(s) by the State, and the refund or credit due the Commission in each instance, will be measured
by the ratio of State and other public funding to that provided from Recipient(s). That ratio will be
applied to the then fair market value of the Project property; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that if the Recipient(s) receives any revenues or profits from any non-
governmenta use of property alowed pursuant to bond certification (whether gpproved at this time or
hereafter approved by the State), the Recipient(s) agrees that such revenues or profits shal be used
exclusvely for the public trangportation services for which the project(s) was initidly approved, either
for capitd improvements or maintenance and operationad costs. If the Recipient(s) does not so
dedicate the revenues or profits, a proportionate share shdl (unless disapproved by State's Bond
Counsdl) be paid to the State equivaent to the State's percentage participation in the Project(s).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that an dlocation for the Project(s) is subject to the following
conditions and assurances.

A.  Rembursements of eigible cogts are subject to the terms and conditions of the executed fund
transfer agreement;

B.  The Recipient(s) shdl provide the Department with notification of contract award within twelve
(12) months from the date of this dlocation, and must complete the work to be reimbursed and
the actua reimbursement within thirty-six (36) months from award of said contract, unless the
Commission authorizes awaiver that extends, if permitted by statute, the period of availability of
the funds.
